This download is like a vitamin. You “take it” every day to keep the vision fresh in your mind 
and build you up to do what you are called to do.

Proverbs 29:18 says, “Where there is no vision (mental sight) the people perish...” (KJV) Perish 
in this verse means to loosen, uncover or dismiss. The people are unprotected and will eventu-
ally rebel or dismiss the leader. To picture the image of your success is very important because 
what you can imagine becomes possible. It makes you confident of success.

The second part of the verse says, “...but he that keepeth the law, happy is he.” Keepeth is 
shamar, and it means to guard, preserve, or take heed of. We need to pay attention to the 
principles God has spoken over us and preserve them for our benefit and those around us.

Modeling Christian behavior, principles and ethics can be done even in unfavorable conditions. 
We also have the promise that as God’s word goes out, it accomplishes His purpose in speak-
ing the word in the first place. (Isaiah 55:11) You may be in an environment where you are 
required to whisper, but whisper do.
The spoken word is powerful. God says it is the carrier of life or death. The following list of 
Scriptures and confessions are to be spoken aloud.

I have been given grace, and I am seated with God in heavenly places. Jesus is alive in me, and 
He has given me the gift of the Holy Spirit that I may know Him better and all that He has freely 
given to me. I have the mind of Christ, and I am a partaker of God’s divine nature.

I determine to live worthy of my calling. God has gifted me for the job of teaching. I commit 
the act of teaching to Him, and therefore I am successful. I can do all things through Christ who 
gives me strength. My mind is stayed on Him, and I am in perfect peace. God has given me au-
thority, but I must remain humble and gentle because I am under His authority. I love my stu-
dents. I set a guard over my mouth. I determine to operate in unity with God, patiently bearing 
with another’s burdens. 

I have been given the gift of teaching for the perfecting and edifying of others. I speak the truth 
in love for the purpose of maturity and intellectual and moral strength. I am being transformed 
by the renewing of my mind and open myself to your voice to lead me, Lord. I invite You into 
my day, Holy Spirit, and ask You to fill my classroom with Your presence. I trust in the Lord to 
keep my students and me safe. We are kept safe by the power of the Lord. The evil one touch-
es us not.

With your help, my students will be well-mannered and learn self discipline. With your blessing 
on my classroom, they will achieve and be successful in their efforts. Thank You, God for being 
willing to help me and for Your favor upon my life.
